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Ambassador Peter Galbraith has for nearly two decades been closely involved in Iraqi issues. Most recently he served as one of the principal advisors to the Iraqi Kurds on the 2004 Iraqi Constitutional negotiations. In 1988 as a senior U.S. Senate staffer he traveled to the Iraqi border to document the gassing of the Kurds by the Hussein regime. He is the author of numerous articles and op-eds on the current situation in Iraq. Galbraith is a former U.S. Ambassador to Croatia and is currently a Senior Diplomatic Fellow at the Center for Arms Control and Non-Proliferation. Prior to this position Ambassador Galbraith was a professor of National Security Strategy at the National War College. 

Laith Kubba is the Senior Program Officer for the Middle East and North Africa at the National Endowment for Democracy. He is also President of the Iraq National Group, an organization working to promote democracy in Iraq, and helped found the Iraqi National Congress in 1992. 

Dr. Phebe Marr is one of the preeminent American scholars of modern Iraq. She is the author of The Modern History of Iraq, recently re-released by Westview Press. Dr. Marr is currently a Senior Fellow at the United States Institute for Peace. She formerly served as professor at the National Defense University. 
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
