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His Excellency Sir Christopher Meyer, Ambassador of the United Kingdom, addressed World Affairs Council members at the National Press Club on the sixth of June. Ambassador Meyer's speech, on the 57th anniversary of D-Day, and following a landslide electoral victory by Tony Blair, provided an insightful look at the past and the future of the U.S.-British alliance. 

Ambassador Meyer began the evening eager to reveal the humorous "complexities and peculiarities" of his diplomatic position. He continued to state that present diplomatic relations between the U.S. and the United Kingdom have, "never been closer, never been more dynamic." 

Ambassador Meyer related to the audience his perspective of Britain's political and cultural outlook: in domestic and foreign policy, today's England is one that looks inward, eastward, and westward. Great Britain continues to strive for close political and economic ties to the United States, while maintaining itself as a political and economic force separate from both the U.S. and the European Union. 
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
