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Listeners to NPR are familiar with Linda Fasulo’s no-nonsense reporting from the United Nations. Now Linda Fasulo takes readers inside the institution she’s covered for so long in An Insider’s Guide to the UN, recently published January 5 by Yale University Press. 

Reporting with the clarity that has characterized her work for U.S. News and World Report and NBC, Fasulo gives us a colorful, comprehensible, generously illustrated introduction to the UN’s multifaceted activities and global reach. Drawing on her own observations and on interviews with Richard Holbrooke, Madeleine Albright, John Negroponte, and others, Fasulo explains how the UN came into existence, how it operates, and what it is like to be a participant. She describes the organization, responsibilities, and often-tense politics of the UN Security Council; and assesses its impact on the world in which we live. 

With the UN at the center of world events, and with the relationship between the UN and the United States in flux, we all need to understand how this body works and what hope it holds for world peace and prosperity. 

Linda Fasulo is a journalist specializing in the United Nations and U.S. foreign policy. She has been the Special Correspondent to the United Nations for NBC News and MSNBC for the past five years, while maintaining a column for MSNBC online. 

Fasulo is also a special correspondent for U.S. News & World Report Magazine, and her news reports on global issues have been syndicated several times a week on National Public Radio (NPR) since 1990. 

She is the author of Representing America: Experiences of the U.S. Diplomats at the UN, and is currently writing a handbook on the United Nations for Yale University Press. 

A frequent speaker and moderator on international issues, she has spoken at Yale, Columbia, Chicago, as well as to World Affairs Council of Philadelphia and the Chicago Council on Foreign Relations. 

Fasulo is a board member of the Overseas Press Club, a former officer of the UN Correspondents Association, and a member of the Women's Media Group.
