Since then, Ambassador Brotodiningrat has worked as director general for foreign economic relations at the Department of Foreign Affairs (from 1995 to 1998), ambassador and permanent representative to the United Nations and other international organizations in Geneva, director for multilateral economic cooperation for the Department of Foreign Affairs (from 1988 to 1991), and minister counselor at the Indonesian Permanent Mission to the United Nations in New York (from 1984 to 1988). He is married with a son and a daughter.
