AN EVENING WITH THE AMBASSADOR OF FRANCE
The Council’s Embassy Series continues with a very special evening hosted by the Ambassador of France, Jean-David Levitte, at the Embassy. Ambassador Levitte will discuss the key issues facing France today, and will focus on the role of France in the global economy, its relationship with the United States, and its role as a key player in global affairs. A short Q & A session will follow his remarks.

Ambassador Levitte has a long and very distinguished career within the French Government, serving as Deputy Assistant Secretary in the African Bureau and later as Deputy Chief of Staff to the Foreign Minister. He was first designated as Ambassador in 1988, serving as the French Permanent Representative to the United Nations. He has held multiple senior positions in the French Foreign Ministry and was a Senior Diplomatic Adviser to President Chirac from 1995 to 2000, who then appointed him as French Permanent Representative to the United Nations in 2000. He has served as the Ambassador of France to the United States since 2002.
