New allegations of torture of detainees in Iraq and Afghanistan have drawn renewed attention to the volatile debate over the application of international law to the war on terrorism. A September report by Human Rights Watch found that the U.S. had systematically tortured Iraqi detainees from 2003 to 2004. Earlier this month the Senate voted, over White House objections, to set new limits on U.S. interrogations of enemy detainees in these two conflict zones.
Join us for a discussion with two top experts on recent developments and the on-going U.S. debate over torture and the war on terrorism.
Kenneth Roth has been at the center of efforts to hold the U.S. accountable to internationally accepted standards for handling detainees and foreign combatants. Under his leadership, Human Rights Watch has published a series of comprehensive reports addressing U.S. practices, and allegations of violations in Guantanimo Bay, Iraq and Afghanistan -- the most recent report was released on September 23, 2005 and highlighted the new allegations of Army Captain Ian Fishback.
Karen Greeberg is a legal scholar and long-time expert on terrorism and counter-terrorism. She is co-editor of 'The Torture Papers'. Her latest book, 'The Torture Debate in America', addresses the key moral, legal and historical issues surrounding the current debate on the use of torture in the post-9-11 World
