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Olivier Roy is an internationally acclaimed expert on Afghanistan and Islamic movements in Central and Southwest Asia. He is the author of numerous books including Islam and Resistance in Afghanistan (Cambridge Press, 1990), The Failure of Political Islam (Harvard University Press, 1994), The New Central Asia (Tauris, 2000), and, most recently, Globalized Islam: The Search for a New Ummah. Roy is a professor at the School for Advanced Studies in Social Sciences in Paris, and a former advisor to the French Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

Hassan Abbas served as a Staff Officer to Prime Minister Benazir Bhutto 1994-1995, and as a legal expert in the National Accountability Bureau, Islamabad 1999-2000.
