Richard J. Samuels and Stefano Stefanini will discuss the intriguing comparison of Japan and Italy as the vehicle for understanding how much we have to gain by exploring leadership and the strategic, tactical, and moral choices that leaders make. Dr. Samuels stresses that we need to include leaders in our understanding of the world and in our reckoning of what is possible and desirable in human societies. He traces the developmental dynamic in both Japan and Italy through the failure of early liberalism, the coming of fascism, imperial adventures, defeat in wartime, and reconstruction as American allies.
