Robert L. Hutchings was appointed Chairman of the National Intelligence Council in December 2002. In his previous assignment, he served as Assistant Dean of the Woodrow Wilson School of Public and International Affairs at Princeton University, where he also taught international politics. Before moving to Princeton, Ambassador Hutchings was Fellow and Director of International Studies at the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars in Washington, D.C. His combined academic and diplomatic career has included service as Director for European Affairs with the National Security Council, 1989-92, and Special Adviser to the Secretary of State in 1992 and 1993, with the rank of Ambassador. 

Carl W. Ford, Jr. served as Assistant Secretary of State for Intelligence and Research from May 31, 2001 through October 2, 2003. Mr. Ford has a distinguished career in intelligence and defense matters. He served as a China analyst with the Central Intelligence Agency and the joined the Office of Senator John Glenn as legislative assistant for arms control and foreign policy. In 1985, he served as the National Intelligence Officer for East Asia. In April 1989, Mr. Ford served as the Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for International Security Affairs (ISA) and concurrently Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for East Asia and the Pacific. He served as Acting Assistant Secretary of Defense for ISA from May 1989 until August 1989. In August 1991, Mr. Ford was again appointed Acting Assistant Secretary of Defense and served in that capacity until December 1991, when he assumed the concurrent duties of Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Near East and South Asian Affairs, while retaining his Principal Deputy portfolio until February 1993. 

Thomas Fingar is the Acting Assistant Secretary for Intelligence and Research at the U.S. Department of State. Dr. Fingar’s previous positions include, Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary; Deputy Assistant Secretary for Analysis in the Bureau of Intelligence and Research; Director of the Office of Analysis for East Asia and the Pacific in the State Department; and Senior Research Associate at Stanford University's Center for International Security and Arms Control.
