Thomas Fingar is the Assistant Secretary for Intelligence and Research at the U.S. Department of State. Senator Akaka serves on the Armed Services, Energy and Natural Resources, Governmental Affairs, Veterans' Affairs, and Indian Affairs committees, as well as the Select Committee on Ethics.
