India is the world’s largest democracy and a growing regional and international power with six “national” parties, dozens of regional ones, and thousands of candidates. In the recent elections, 670 million citizens were eligible to vote and, judging by past polls, approximately 60% (380 million people) turned out to exercise their democratic right at more than 700,000 polling stations (with 1,075,000 electronic voting machines). 

How will this election and its results affect globalization and the international economy? What lessons about democratization can be learned and applied to the other countries such as Iraq, Afghanistan, and Pakistan? Our panel will discuss these and other topics related to international reforms, US-India relations, the movement towards peace between India and Pakistan, and India’s role in the WTO.
