"THE US - INDIA NUCLEAR DEAL" 


The proposed nuclear deal between the U.S. and India would create a major exception to the U.S. prohibition of nuclear assistance to any country that does not accept international monitoring of all its nuclear facilities. While the deal's advocates say it encourages India to prevent nuclear proliferation and marks a new closeness in the Indo-US relationship, opponents of the proposed legislation say it could fatally damage the international nonproliferation regime. George Perkovich will assess the arguments being offered to justify the agreement and will offer his critique of why conditions should be added.

George Perkovich is vice president for studies at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace. His personal research has focused on nuclear strategy and nonproliferation, with a focus on South Asia. He is the author of India's Nuclear Bomb, which Foreign Affairs called "an extraordinary and perhaps definitive account of 50 years of Indian nuclear policymaking." Recently, he authored A Realist Case for Conditioning the U.S.-India Nuclear Deal, a working paper prepared for a Nonproliferation Education Center seminar.
