Climate change is one of the most talked about issues facing our globe today. The controversy over its existence, its causes, and what is to be done about it remains at the forefront of many scientific and policy discussions. This panel discussion will host some of the most renowned experts on the subject. The panelists will discuss their views, what factors have influenced their views and what they see as the future of the issue.

Ronald Bailey is the award-winning science correspondent for Reason magazine. Bailey is a former staff writer for Forbes and has frequently written articles and reviews that have appeared in The New York Times, The Washington Post, The Wall Street Journal, The Public Interest, Smithsonian, The National Review, and many more. He has appeared on many television and radio program, in addition to lecturing at many of the nation’s most prestigious universities. Bailey is the author and editor of a number of books that analyze the prospect of climate change. He is also an adjunct scholar at the Competitive Enterprise Institute and the Cato Institute.

Dr. Marlo Lewis, Jr. is a Senior Fellow at the Competitive Enterprise Institute, where he writes on global warming, energy policy, regulatory process reform, and other public policy issues. He has published in National Review, the Washington Times, Investors Business Daily, the American Spectator, Tech Central Station, Energy, Pollution Liability Report, and The Hill. He has appeared on various TV and radio programs including Oprah Winfrey, C-SPAN, CNBC Capital Report, CBC-News Marketplace, CNN's Glenn Beck Show, and BBC TV. 

Dr. Michael MacCracken is currently Chief Scientist for Climate Change Programs with the Climate Institute in Washington DC. From 1993-2002, Dr. MacCracken served as senior global change scientist with the interagency Office of the U.S. Global Change Research Program (USGCRP. During this assignment, Dr. MacCracken also helped coordinate the US Government review of the Second and Third Assessment Reports of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC). He was also a coordinating lead author on the recent report “Confronting Climate Change: Avoiding the Unmanageable and Managing the Unavoidable” issued by an international scientific expert group at the request of the UN Commission on Sustainable Development.

Fred Pearce is a former news editor at New Scientist and currently their environment and development consultant. He has also written for Audubon, Popular Science, Time, the Boston Globe, and Natural History. Pearce has been writing about climate change for nearly two decades and recently authored With Speed and Violence: Why Scientists Fear Tipping Points in Climate Change. Pearce has also authored When Rivers Run Dry, Keepers of the Spring, Turning up the Heat, and Deep Jungle.

Dr. S. Fred Singer is President of the Science and Environmental Policy Project. Singer has received numerous awards for his research, including a Special Commendation from the White House for achievements in artificial earth satellites, a U.S. Department of Commerce Gold Medal Award for the development and management of the U.S. weather satellite program, and the first Science Medal from the British Interplanetary Society. He has served on state and federal advisory panels, including five years as vice chairman of the National Advisory Committee on Oceans and Atmospheres. He frequently testifies before Congress. His previous government and academic positions include Chief Scientist, U.S. Department of Transportation, Deputy Assistant Administrator for Policy, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Deputy Assistant Secretary for Water Quality and Research, U.S. Department of the Interior, founding Dean of the School of Environmental and Planetary Sciences, University of Miami, first Director of the National Weather Satellite Service; and Director of the Center for Atmospheric and Space Physics, University of Maryland.

Hon. R. James Woolsey, Vice-President of Booz Allen Hamilton: During his 12 years of government service, Mr. Woolsey was Director of Central Intelligence from 1993 to 1995; Ambassador to the Negotiation on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe (CFE), Vienna, from 1989 to 1991; Under Secretary of the Navy from 1977 to 1979; and General Counsel to the U.S. Senate Committee on Armed Services. Mr. Woolsey was also appointed by the President as Delegate at Large to the U.S.-Soviet Strategic Arms Reduction Talks (START) and Nuclear and Space Arms Talks (NST), and served in that capacity on a part-time basis in Geneva, Switzerland, from 1983 to 1986. Mr. Woolsey is currently Co-Chairman (with former Secretary of State George Shultz) of the Committee on the Present Danger. He is also Chairman of the Advisory Boards of the Clean Fuels Foundation and the New Uses Council, and a Trustee of the Center for Strategic & International Studies and the Center for Strategic & Budgetary Assessments. He also serves on the National Commission on Energy Policy. Mr. Woolsey has been active in energy policy and has been the keynote speaker at numerous symposiums and conferences including the EELPJ symposium and the Alternative Fuels & Vehicles National Conference. Mr. Woolsey is featured in the 2006 documentary film Who Killed the Electric Car? addressing solutions to oil dependency through the development of hybrid electric vehicle and the use of biomass fuels such as cellulosic ethanol. 
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
