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SPEAKER BIOGRAPHIES 

DR. JAMES E. HANSEN
Dr. James E. Hansen is the Director of the National Aeronautics and Space Administration’s Goddard Institute for Space Studies in New York. He has a B.A. (Physics and Mathematics), 1963, University of Iowa, M.S. (Astronomy), 1965, University of Iowa and a Ph.D. (Physics), 1967, University of Iowa. Among his many honors, Dr. James Hansen received the Heinz Award in the Environment for his exemplary leadership in the critical and often-contentious debate over the threat of global climate change. 

In the summer of 1988, Dr. Hansen went before Congress, to explain just how serious the potential for global warming was. Dr. Hansen testified that the time had come to recognize that the “greenhouse effect” was real and that new and cleaner sources of energy had to be found. Dr. Hansen has collected and analyzed global surface temperatures and studied the earth’s atmosphere since the 1970s. 

In 1994, with Carolyn Harris, he founded the Institute on Climate and Planets at the Goddard Institute in collaboration with local public high schools and colleges. Teachers and selected inner-city students, many of them minorities, are given the opportunity to join research groups at the Institute during their summer vacations. After the summer program, they continue their work on the Internet. Inspired by this work, teachers have developed courses that have been offered to schools across the country, with some 20 high schools and colleges now partnering with the Institute. 

THE HONORABLE JAMES WOOLSEY
The Honorable James Woolsey R. James Woolsey joined Booz Allen Hamilton in July, 2002, as a Vice President and officer in the firm’s Global Assurance practice located in McLean, Virginia. Previously Mr. Woolsey was a partner at the law firm of Shea & Gardner in Washington, D.C., where he practiced for twenty-two years, on four occasions, beginning in1973; his practice was in the fields of civil litigation and alternative dispute resolution. 

During the twelve years he has served in the U.S. Government Mr. Woolsey has held Presidential appointments in two Democratic and two Republican administrations. He was Director of Central Intelligence in 1993-95. He also served as: Ambassador to the Negotiation on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe (CFE), Vienna, 1989-1991; Under Secretary of the Navy, 1977-1979; and General Counsel to the U.S. Senate Committee on Armed Services, 1970-73. He was appointed by the President as Delegate at Large to the U.S.-Soviet Strategic Arms Reduction Talks (START) and Nuclear and Space Arms Talks (NST), and served in that capacity on a part-time basis in Geneva, 1983-1986. As an officer in the U.S. Army he was an adviser on the U.S. Delegation to the Strategic Arms Limitation Talks (SALT I), Helsinki and Vienna, 1969-1970. 

He is a member of the Defense Policy Board, the government appointed group that advises the U.S. Defense Secretary. He is on the Board of the World Affairs Council of Washington D.C. and is also a trustee at the Center for Strategic and International Studies in Washington, D.C. 

Mr. Woolsey was born in Tulsa, Oklahoma, in 1941. Mr. Woolsey attended Tulsa public schools, graduating from Tulsa Central High School in 1959. He received his B.A. Degree from Stanford University (1963, With Great Distinction, Phi Beta Kappa), an M.A. from Oxford University (Rhodes Scholar 1963-65), and an LL.B from Yale Law School (1968, Managing Editor of the Yale Law Journal). 

WILLIAM O'KEEFE
William O'Keefe, Chief Executive Officer of the George C. Marshall Institute, is President of Solutions Consulting, Inc. He has also served as Senior Vice President of Jellinek, Schwartz and Conolly, Inc., Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer of the American Petroleum Institute and Chief Administrative Officer of the Center for Naval Analyses. 

Mr. O’Keefe has held positions on the Board of Directors of the Kennedy Institute, the U.S. Energy Association and the Competitive Enterprise Institute and is Chairman Emeritus of the Global Climate Coalition. 

He has published a number of articles on the subject of climate change including, “Climate Sensitivity - Still a SWAG”, "The True Costs of the Climate Stewardship Act", "The Challenge of Making Climate Science Relevant" William O'Keefe, June 3, 2004 and "Climate Models: A Primer.” 

PAUL SINGER
Paul Singer has been a reporter most of his life, and has made his living covering policy and politics for most of the past 15 years. In 1990 he joined the staff of Inside EPA, a newsletter covering environmental policy, and over the course of the decade became publisher of a half dozen environmental policy newsletters, including Clean Air Report and the State Environmental Monitor. 

In 1999, he left Inside Washington Publishers to become congressional correspondent at United Press International. When Helen Thomas left UPI in 2000, Singer became a White House correspondent, traveling extensively with President Clinton, and spending several months on the road covering the 2000 presidential campaign. In 2001, Singer was named head of the Associated Press bureau in Cleveland where he covered stories ranging from the corruption trial of then-Rep. Jim Traficant (D-OH) to the murder of a Catholic priest by his deranged acolyte. Returning to Washington in 2003, Singer worked part time as the news editor in the Washington Bureau of the Chicago Tribune before joining the staff of the National Journal in the summer of 2004. At the National Journal, Singer is creating a new beat for the magazine covering executive branch agencies and the inner workings of federal policy making. 

Singer has been involved in journalism in some fashion since the age of nine, when he started a tiny newspaper for the six houses on his end of the block. A native of Pittsburgh and a graduate of Kenyon College, he has lived in Washington off-and-on since 1982.
